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Legal Measures Relating to Right Protection to Support
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Abstract

The main purpose of this article is to study the legal measures relating to rehabilitation
of drug addicts so as to identify some measures to promote more rehabilitation as well as

other recommendations to solve this problem in Thailand.

The results of the study show three main problems: 1) legal problems of establishing
a center to screen and to take care of rehabilitated persons in compliance with the Notice of
National Council for Peace and Order no. 108/2014, 2) legal problems of ensuring the standard
of drug addict rehabilitation as provided in Section 63 of the Narcotics Act B.E. 2522 and
3) legal problems of encouraging drug addicts to undergo rehabilitation process as provided in
Section 94 of the Narcotics Act B.E. 2522. As a solution, there should be a specific center with
full authority to screen and control drug addicts who violate related orders or regulations or
fail to undergo rehabilitation process within designated time. The center should be able to
scrutinize the performance to rehabilitation clinics in order to ensure standardized supervision
and efficient treatment for drug addicts. The ultimate goal is to ensure that rehabilitated addicts

are able to resume a peaceful life in the society.
